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Professional scientific activity of a noted Russian psychologist - L. I. Antsyferova, whose jubilee we are celebrating this year, is revealed. Close connection of L. I. Antsyferova’s activity with philosophical and psychological school of S.L. Rubinstein, beginning from her early studies of elementary cognitive activity and thinking to her present-days works, devoted to psychological problems of seniors is shown. Original dynamic approach to personality psychology study well-grounded by Antsyferova is analyzed in details. Her scientific contribution to elaboration of actual methodological problems of psychology through disclosure and realization of principles of development and activity, and system character of personality psychological studies is presented
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
